THE BEGINMINGS...

The International Association of
Lions Clubs started as a dream in the
mind of a young [iiEhigeod - -4nsarance
agent. The man was Melvin Janes:; the
dream was the conselidation of sever-
al independent clubs, already in sgx-
istance into one strong, TéAtloentzal
unit for service to humanity. This
dream was presented to the leaders of
various independent groups at a meet-
ing in Chicage, I1linois, on June 7,
1917. From that meeting came a oe&dl
for the Association's annual ;conven-
tion, which was held -<z0cteber 8-10 ,
1917 in Dallas, Texas, with 23 Clubs
participating. Thus was concaived an
founded the world™ largest, most
active and most representative ser-
vice club organization.

The Association did not become inter-
national im fact until 1920, when the
first Lions clubs were organized in

Canada. The third, fourth and fifth
Lions countries were China, Hexico
and Cuba in 1926 and 1927, Eight

years later Central America entered
the fold, and in 1936 the first South
American club was established 1n
Colombia. The First Lions ¢lub in

Europe was organized at stockholm,
Sweden on iMarch 24, 1948, Although
the largest by far, the Lions are the
youngest of the major service club
organizatiaons. For many years, there
has been chartered an average of more
than twa clubs per day.

Today Our Association is in practical-
1y a1l countries of the free world,
On every continent it fs working
through shurdpedsorotacthousands f-of:
Lions of altnationalities and creeds.

The Lions believe in Club meetings
where good fellowship and harmony pre-
vail; in developing projects and ac-
tivities geared to the needs of their
commnities; in broad participation
in an international program af
brotherhood and fellowship, based up-
on seryice wherayer the need exists;
in service to humanity without theught
to race, cread, natfenality, religion
or politics; in the uTtimate Teader-
ship of liomism, but not at the expens
se of or in gonflict with the programs
of other organizations which, with
different methods, seek the same goal
of unselfish service to mankind.

The official magazine "THE LION"  was
first pubiished fn 1918 and has four
major functions:

1. to publish afficial ngtices and
for the information of the membership,

2. To serve as trading post of
ideas and profect methods that have
proved sucessful.

3, To supply information about all
countries and areas 1in Lionism, =o
that through better knowledge of Lion-
fsm throughout the world all Lions can
best serve International's *¥eprogram
far world understanding, world brother-
hodd and warld peace.

4. To present tha story of Lions
International 1n the best possible
manner.
